Unity Medical Center (UMC), Grafton, North Dakota is an independent, not-for-profit, 14-bed designated Level IV trauma hospital with 2 rural health clinics.

UMC employs 4 Physicians and 9 Advanced Practice Providers that provide services in 2 locations: Grafton and Park River. UMC provides care to over 20,000 patients each year including outreach specialty services of Oncology, Surgery, Orthopedic surgery, Podiatry, Psychiatry, Cardiology, and Obstetrics. Other preventative health and educational opportunities are Audiology, Nutrition, Lactation, Diabetes Education etc.

POSITION SUMMARY:
This position works in all nursing areas of the hospital where they will assist in treating patients
The Apprentice Nursing Assistant (ACNA) works in all nursing areas of the hospital and assists in the treatment of patients. They provide personal and daily living cares for patients.  This includes bathing, dressing and undressing patients, serving and collecting food trays, feeding patients requiring help, transporting patients or assisting them in ambulation, transfers in and out of bed, turning in bed, providing hair, fingernail and toenail care, shaving, and providing oral hygiene.

The ACNA is responsible for answering call lights, making beds, preparing units, placing and removing patient protective and safety devices, cleaning nursing work areas and washing utensils and equipment.

The ACNA assists with the medical care of the assigned patients.  This includes measuring and recording food intake and output, collecting specimens, taking and recording vital signs.  This position assists in the orientates patients to the hospital environment and assists with discharge procedures.  Any observed changers in patient condition, pain sensorium or affect are reported to the Registered nurse.

The ACNA assists with and encouraged patient participation in educational/therapeutic activities and assist with rehabilitative exercises.  

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:
The ACNA works with and assists physicians and nurses and provides technical support for patient care

Reports on the condition of the patient to the appropriate supervisor and other staff member

Cleans and stocks carts, rooms, and changes linen, as required

Assists with the transport of patients to other departments

Assists with resuscitation / CPR and emergency airway procedures

Assists with obtaining and documentation of vital signs and placement of oxygen saturation, cardiac monitoring, and non-invasive blood pressure monitoring systems

Assists in obtaining 12-lead EKGs, discontinuation of peripheral IV and heparin/saline locks, maintenance and care of specimens for laboratory analysis

Assist with wound care, insertion of Foley catheters, and nasogastric tubes

Decontaminates all equipment, instruments, and supplies

Assists with positioning patients, application of orthopedic splints and dressings

Measure and fit crutches and canes and instruct patients on a proper crutch and cane walking

Maintains use of appropriate medical equipment and supplies

Participate in team meetings

PHYSICAL DEMANDS/ENVIRONMENT FACTORS: 

Able to stand, walk, bend, squat, reach, and stretch frequently.

· Possess physical agility and adequate reaction time to respond quickly and appropriately to unexpected patient care needs.

· Needs adequate hearing and visual acuity, including adequate color vision.

· Requires fine motor skills, adequate eye-hand coordination, and ability to grasp and handle objects.

· Able to use proper body mechanics to assist patients in ambulating, transferring in and out of bed, chair or wheelchair.

· May be required to lift up to 75 pounds.

· Must use standard precautions due to threat of exposure to blood and bodily fluids.

· Needs ability to communicate effectively through reading, writing, and speaking in person or on telephone.

· Requires use of computer and our Electronic Medical Record software.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:
High school graduate or equivalent desired, Certified Nurse Assistant (CAN) by the ND Nursing Board or Department of Health, Current cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) for HealthCare Workers or Basic Cardiac Life, Support (BCLS) certification for HealthCare Workers
