The off-highway vehicle safety certification course covers 
important safety procedures including: proper riding gear, 
safe riding practices and North Dakota OHV law.  The cost for 
the class is $20. (payable at the start of the course) for those 
12 to 16 who wish to become certified. Anybody, including 
parents and underage youth, are encouraged to attend free of 
charge.  To legally operate an off highway vehicle on public 
land in North Dakota, the operator must either have a valid 
driverôs license or an OHV safety certification card issued by 
North Dakota Parks and Recreation Department.
